Mr. Melick questioned specific bills on the Bill List related to work done on Bissell Road.

Mayor Hoffman stated that he and Mr. Landon reviewed the work on Bissell Road recently and there are still outstanding items that the contractor needs to complete.

Mr. Landon will look into the matter of guard rail replacement and who is financial responsibility for the work to be completed.

It was suggested that the road be painted with a stop line so that the traffic flow was more apparent.

Further discussion followed regarding the matter of catch basins and water flow and that the plans should be more clearly engineered to avoid problems in the future.
Dr. Voyce made a motion to accept the claims as submitted by the CFO with the exception of claim #33235 and #32843, seconded by Mr. Melick. A roll call vote was taken and the motion was approved.  Ayes: Hoffman, Melick, Van Doren, Voyce.  Nays: None.  Absent:  Desiderio.

Township Administrator
Mr. Landon noted that the State HPO has approved the application for sidewalks in Oldwick.
A meeting is scheduled for 10-05-10 at 8:00 AM to discuss rescue squad coverage.

The topic of monitoring fuel costs was discussed.  Mr. Landon stated that the Finance Department will institute a new fuel cost billing method and begin billing under the new method beginning October 1 prospectively. The new system will reduce high fluctuations in costs and provide a more standard per gallon cost. Finance will track fuel costs and usage for six months under the old method order to compare results. 
A letter from Erik Peterson was noted regarding the Steinberg property in Mountainville.  Mr. Van Doren stated that he did not want to see the Township spending any time or funds on the private matter.  He further stated that he did not want to see any additional development on the property in question.  Additional comments were made regarding the existing bridge and easement.

Mr. Melick questioned if Resolutions and Ordinances could be posted on the Township website prior to their adoption.  He also questioned if the Township Code of Ordinances and DRO could be on the site.
Mayor Hoffman noted that he received an e-mail message from the State DOT regarding funding.
