TEWKSBURY TOWNSHIP
ENVIRONMENTAL COMMISSION MINUTES
JUNE 9, 2008
MOUNTAINVILLE
 

The Tewksbury Township Environmental Commission met for a regular meeting on the above date in the Municipal Meeting Hall, 60 Water Street, Mountainville, New Jersey.  The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m., roll call taken and quorum established.

OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT
It was announced that adequate notice of the meeting had been provided by posting a copy thereof on the Municipal Building bulletin board, mailing a copy to the Hunterdon Review and the Hunterdon County Democrat, and filing with the municipal clerk, all on January 14, 2008.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Chairman Teasdale asked the audience if there was anything they’d like to discuss which was not on the agenda to which the response was negative.  Therefore, he closed the public portion of the session.  
MINUTES

· April 14, 2008
· May 12, 2008
Chairman Teasdale stated that the April 14th minutes would be tabled as there were not enough members present to approve them.  He then asked if there were any questions or comments regarding the May 12th minutes to which Mr. Mackie responded that the spelling of his name was incorrect.  He added that under Land Use Board it should state “Mr. Mackie”.  He also made a correction to the Environmental Resources Inventory section of the minutes.  He then made two additional corrections which were noted by Chairman Teasdale.  Chairman Teasdale stated that Mr. Matarazzo’s name was spelled incorrectly.  He stated he would forward the corrected minutes to Ms. McCarthy for her to make the appropriate corrections.  

Chairman Teasdale asked the Commission for a motion regarding the May 12, 2008 amended minutes in which Ms. Ace made a motion to approve the May 12, 2008 minutes as amended and Mr. Schroth seconded that motion.  All were in favor.   
CORRESPONDENCE

Chairman Teasdale asked the Commission if there were any questions or comments regarding the correspondence to which the response was negative.  He stated that he would have Ms. Murphy comment on the correspondence at the next meeting if necessary.

ENVIRONMENTAL RESOURCES INVENTORY

· Discussion regarding Environmental Resources Inventory (ERI)
Chairman Teasdale stated that he and Ms. Kratzer would meet with the Land Use Board on June 18th to briefly present the Draft ERI and entertain any questions the Board may have.  Mr. Mackie asked if the draft ERI was complete to which Chairman Teasdale stated that there would be a few missing items, however, it would be pretty complete.  Ms. Ace recommended adding a piece regarding water testing to Section 6.  She stated that the Land Use Board should be informed that the Commission expects the Board to use the ERI as a tool when hearing applications.  Chairman Teasdale stated that Mr. Banisch, Board Planner, would be reviewing the draft ERI and utilizing it when reviewing the applications on behalf of the Board.  Mr. Mackie stated that he agreed with Ms. Ace that it should be conveyed to the Board that the ERI is a reference tool and should be consulted when reviewing applications.  Chairman Teasdale stated the ERI would be distributed to the Land Use Board via CD.  Mr. Mackie recommended adding a notation that there would be additional information provided regarding stream testing in Section 6 of the ERI in the next draft.
Chairman Teasdale asked if there were additional comments to which the response was positive.  Mr. Schroth stated that there was a comment in the ERI about the GSR-32 recharge method that the Township should be aware of the GSR-32 method and its limitations as it’s used as supporting evidence at times that there is sufficient groundwater available.  Mr. Schroth referred to page 72 and stated that it noted wells were not monitored regularly within the Township and asked if static water testing should be done in Tewksbury.  Ms. Ace stated that she had corrections to the ERI and noted that she would forward them to Chairman Teasdale and in turn he could forward them to Ms. Kratzer for correction.  Chairman Teasdale noted that there was an article in the Times of Tewksbury June Edition inviting the public to attend the draft ERI presentation to the Board.  Mr. Malloy stated that he thought that there were properties missing off of the ROSI list to which Chairman Teasdale responded that he would look into it.             
ADDITIONAL DISCUSSION ITEMS

· Well Test Project Update
Chairman Teasdale stated that Ms. Murphy reported that the well test project went smoothly.  He added that she thanked the EC members who volunteered their time helping with the project.  Mr. Schroth stated that he received results from SBWA which indicated that coliform bacteria was higher than the accepted level.  He further stated that he is going to retest and return it to SBWA for processing.  Chairman Teasdale stated that the Township should be receiving the report detailing the results in the near future.  Mr. Schroth stated that SBWA also forwards results to the County.  Mr. Mackie stated that there is a report submitted to the County; however, they will not identify the property owner whose well has failed as it is a privacy issue.    
LAND USE BOARD MATTERS
· Update on Land Use Board Matters
Mr. Mackie stated that on June 17, 2008 there will be a meeting for the JCP&L application.  He further stated that they will continue the JCP&L application at the Board’s July 2nd and 16th meetings as well at a location yet to be determined.  He noted that the Board would meet on June 18th to discuss the ERI.  

Chairman Teasdale asked if there were any additional items for discussion to which the response was positive.  Ms. Ace asked for help with the stream testing process to which Chairman Teasdale responded that he would be able to help out with 4 of the remaining 7 sites on the 19th or 20th of June during the day.  Mr. Schroth stated that he could help Chairman Teasdale on both days as well.  Ms. Ace stated that she may be available to take off a half day on the 20th.  Ms. Ace stated she would coordinate having the equipment and forms ready.

As there was no other business to consider, the meeting was adjourned by a motion of Ms. Ace and seconded by Mr. Schroth at 8:14 p.m.
