Meeting Minutes

September 28, 2009
The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 7:32 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Chairman Scheier.  The members of the Commission present were Michael Scheier, Cyril Beveridge, Janet Clark, Rosemary Hartten, Karen Moriarty and Mary Elizabeth Young (arrived 7:35).  Randy Benson, the Secretary, and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Chairman Scheier read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Minutes 

The minutes of August 24, 2009 were approved with a correction.  On page three under item (3) the sentence should be changed from “The fence along the front of the property and driveway” to “The sidewalk in the front yard”.    Also add “The picket fence in the front yard will be linear.  A motion was made by Commissioner Hartten seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the minutes.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion:  Commissioner Scheier, Commission Hartten and Commissioner Young.  Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark and Commissioner Moriarty abstained.

On a motion by Commissioner Clark, seconded by Commissioner Young the claim was approved as submitted.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion: Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.

Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2009-13 for Christopher Dewey.  A motion was made by Commissioner Scheier seconded by Commissioner Hartten to approve the resolution with corrections.  On page three, item number 3, change from “and the driveway will have a herringbone pattern with a soldier course” to “will be a linear picket fence”.  Add a new condition number 4 to state ”The brick walk will have a herring bone pattern with a soldier course on each side.”  The three Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution with the corrections.
The Commission considered Resolution 2009-14 for Detail Construction.  A motion was made by Commission Hartten, seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the resolution as submitted.  The three Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the motion.
Applications

Application 09-16  Tewksbury Township Library Association
                               Block 44, Lot 11 – 31 Main Street, Oldwick
Arnold Shapack, the applicant for the Library Association, was present and sworn in.  Mr. Shapack was seeking approval to have the exterior walls resided with Hardiplank siding.  This approval would be for the walls of the Library building that have not already been resided.  The sides would include the front, south and a partial of the north side.  A new sidewalk is also proposed from the parking lot to the rear door of the building for handicap access.  The sidewalk would be tinted to match the existing front sidewalk and the applicant would attempt to duplicate the pattern from the front sidewalk into the new sidewalk.   Commissioner Scheier asked if the sidewalk could be parallel to the building rather then angling out away from the building.  Mr. Shapack said that could be done.  Dennis Bertland spoke about the siding and questioned whether the whole building needed to be resided or if just some repairs were needed.  The Commission discussed the project and determined that a site walk should be done to get a better understanding about what would need to be done.  The building is considered a key building in the historic district.  The Commission decided to table the siding issue until a site walk was done but act on the sidewalk portion of the application.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge, seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve just the proposed sidewalk with the condition the sidewalk would run parallel and close to the building and replicate the original pattern and color.  Of the six Commission members present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion with the correction.

                               Block 31, Lot 15.02 – 307 Main Street, Mountainville
Jennifer Laguerra, the tenant and owner of the restaurant was present and sworn in.  The application was for a new hanging sign on the existing bracket on the front of the building.  Ms. Laguerra provided photographs of the sign that had been made by local resident Nick Devlin.  The applicant had a photograph of the front of the building and included the sign post.  The sign material was of recycled and refurbished wood and metal.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Hartten to approve the application as submitted.  Of the six Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.
Application  09-15 Melanie and Shannon Murray 

                               Block 32, Lot 14 – 304 Main Street, Mountainville
Sandy Ross, the landscape architect for the property owner, was present and sworn in.  Ms. Ross stated the property owner was having problems with storm water runoff which was washing out the gravel driveway every time there was a large rainstorm.  The driveway had no edging so a new fieldstone edging was installed with gaps between the stones to allow water flow.  The stones would hold in place the new pea gravel driveway that was put down to give the driveway a softer look.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the application as submitted.  Of the six Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.
