CHAPTER 159

TO ACCEPT FUNDS FROM STATE DEPARTMENT OF THE TREASURY

Township Committee Sub Committee

Planning/Land Use

Mayor Van Doren stated that a meeting will be scheduled to discuss the memo from Bonnie McCarthy regarding review of driveway permits by the Scenic Roads Commission.

Public Safety

Dr. Voyce relayed information regarding two recent accidents occurring in neighboring Long Valley.  

A letter from David Gruber was noted regarding EMS procedures.

Mr. Tauber noted that Hackensack Hospital has a $3 million mobile disaster unit that can be utilized throughout the State.

Education/Community Affairs

Mr. DiMare noted recent enhancements for the Tewksbury elementary schools including training programs, a synergistic lab, new academic programs and new lockers at the Old Turnpike Road School.

Comments were made regarding the issuance of a newsletter for 2007.  Mayor Van Doren stated that the matter of a newsletter should be reevaluated for 2008 in order to determine if it is productive and functional.

Public Works

Mr. Tauber commended the DPW staff on the Clean Up Day held on 10/6/07. Discussion followed regarding the possibility of taking bulk wood at future Clean Up Days.
Finance

Mayor Van Doren stated that land acquisition closings will be reviewed from a debt standpoint.

Township Attorney

Mrs. Kopen had nothing to report in open session.  It was noted that a portion of her report needs to be amended with regard to pending Ordinances.
Township Administrator 

In response to a question by Mayor Van Doren, Mrs. Kopen stated that she and Ms. Brassard would be attending the SWAC meeting on 10/16/07 to discuss the proposed Solid Waste Management Plan.

Mr. Tauber read an excerpt from a letter from the Township Auditor regarding segregation of duties.

“…the audit indicates a segregation of duties issue regarding the treasury function.  While this comment is “boilerplate” in nature regarding smaller New Jersey municipalities, you had indicated that certain controls are in place to mitigate the segregation of duties issue, such as segregating the check signing and purchase order generation processes.”

Mayor Van Doren noted a memo from Chief O’Dell regarding accidents at the Rockaway/Potterstown Road intersection.  Mr. Mennen questioned the memo as no accidents were listed for 2006 and he is personally aware of one.  Mayor Van Doren stated that he would contact Readington Township regarding the installation of speed limit and advisory signs on the roads in question.
