BUDGET MESSAGE

I. GENERAL

The 2016 budget totals $9,526,348, which is a 1.5 cent muncipal tax increasewhich will utilize $108,446.00 of our levy cap bank. The
operating budget is up from last year by $177,441.00 to help replenish our current fund balance. Debt service is $1,887,257.00, 19.8% of the
budget; the debt service is directly related to costs incurred from open space acquisitions and prior capital projects. We continue to use
Temporary/Seasonal help in the DPW which allows critical work to be done without the added cost of benefits packages and provides the
ability to flex time as needed.

We have reviewed all Department budgets and we have prepared a budget which will allow operations to continue at current service levels
but with very frugal spending. The Capital Budget is $2,627,068.00 and included routine municipal road chip and seal preparation and work,
drainage improvements and additional funds for needed road paving. The capital budget also includes the purchase of new equipment for the

Public Works Department, Police Department Vehicles and painting and repairs to municipal facilities
