BOARD OF HEALTH

MINUTES OF MAY 19, 2011

The Tewksbury Township Board of Health met in regular session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date, in the Police Administration Building, 169 Old Turnpike Road.  

Chairman Peter Goyer presided.

Other members present were, Anthony Formica, Anthony Miele and alternate and Anna Maria Miele.

Debie Vaccarella of the Hunterdon County Department of Health was also present.  

Shirley Czajkowski, Janet Masterton alternate and Zia Shey were excused.

1. Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mr. Goyer.

Those present stood and pledged allegiance to the American flag.

Septic system 

Richard Schommer was present representing the home owner of Block 16, Lot 8, Joan Dubosch.
Mrs. Vaccarella noted that Bob Rutan performed a septic inspection on the property earlier in 2011 and it was determined that the original as-built of the septic system was never signed off on.  

In 1996, the same property was before the Board with regard to excess coverage.  

It was added that the current plan as submitted by Schommer Engineering shows the septic field less than 15 feet from the corner of the dwelling.  The distance is actually between 10 and 11 feet.

Mr. Schommer provided additional chronological history related to the septic system for the property located on 19 Hollow Brook Road.

· A septic plan was submitted in 1987 by Engicomp, Inc.

· The above noted issue from 1996 related to coverage was noted.

· A bedroom was added in 2004 and Schommer Engineering worked with Mrs. Dubosch.  A letter from6/30/04 from Schommer explains that the bedroom was added and the existing septic was built large enough to accommodate an additional bedroom.
A letter from the HCDOH dated 4/4/2011 was noted.  The HCDOH requested additional information for the system; specifically soil logs, disposal field dimensions, location of septic tank, connecting pipe and distribution box, water service lines and underground storage tank.
Discussion followed regarding the coverage matter that started in 1996.  Mrs. Vaccarella noted that the minimum amount of coverage allowed is 18” – there is no maximum and she has inspected working systems under 6’ of cover.

Mr. Schommer stated that the system is working and he did not dig into the system to confirm the actual depth of cover.

Additional discussion followed regarding the amount of allowable coverage for a system.  Mr. Formica voiced concern with the additional depth of coverage.

Mrs. Vaccarella reiterated that Mr. Rutan confirmed that the system was functional.  Mr. Schommer added that digging into the system could prove to be destructive and harm the system.

It was noted that there is no reserve area as the system was put in prior to the Township’s requirement for a reserve field.

Mr. Goyer made a motion to accept the potential excessive coverage of greater than 18” of the septic system for the property located at Block 16 Lot 8 and to grant a waiver for the distance of 10 – 11 feet from dwelling to septic field (the requirement is 15’), seconded by Dr. Miele.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Formica, Goyer, Miele.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Czajkowski, Masterton.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:56 P.M.
