BOARD OF HEALTH

MINUTES OF MAY 3, 2011


The Tewksbury Township Board of Health met in regular session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date, in the Mountainville Meeting Hall, 60 Water Street, Mountainville, NJ.  

Chairman Peter Goyer presided.

Other members present were Shirley Czajkowski and Janet Masterton. 

Anthony Formica, Anthony Miele and alternates Anna Maria Miele and Zia Shey were excused.

Debie Vaccarella of the Hunterdon County Department of Health was also present.  

1. Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mr. Goyer.

Those present stood and pledged allegiance to the American flag.

Action to be Taken 

Block 6.04
Lot 15
Septic system – alteration/expansion

The above noted property has a failed septic system and the dwelling is being enlarged by two bedrooms to a four bedroom dwelling. The testing done in the primary area tested satisfactorily, but one of the soil logs in the reserve area encountered water at 14” – the limit is 24”.
Mr. Goyer made a motion to accept the testing for the primary area as is and to have additional testing done in the future for a reserve area if the primary area failed.

Mrs. Vaccarella noted that the perc testing done in the reserve was fine except for one soil log and it is not unusual for a Board of Health to waive the 14” distance to surface water with a requirement for future testing in the event of a malfunction.

Mr. Goyer stressed that he was not waiving the 14” distance to surface water.  He noted that the 
reserve area does not meet the standards today, and additional testing would be required in the event that the primary area failed.

Mrs. Czajkowski asked if the reserve area would be adequate for a 4 bedroom dwelling and questions what other type of septic could be installed in the event of a future failure.

Mrs. Vaccarella stated that the proposed system is a mound system, but a peat system could be installed in the event of a future failure.  She added that much engineering work has been done on the property.

Mr. Goyer noted that the system needs to be fixed today and the primary area tests satisfactorily.  He added that if the system fails in the future, the applicant could come to the Board and request a waiver for the 14” distance to surface water.
Mrs. Vaccarella added that there is not a space issue for this property, only the height of the water table in a distance moving away from the house.

Discussion followed regarding the distance from the proposed septic to the neighbor’s pool.  Mrs. Vaccarella also noted that the Hunterdon County Soil Conservation District has been in contact with the property owner.

Mrs. Czajkowski stressed that the Board should not waive the 14” distance to surface water.

Mr. Goyer made a motion to accept the testing for the primary area as is and to have additional testing done in the future for a reserve area if the primary area failed.

Any further decision regarding the reserve area will be waived until necessary and the applicant will have to return to the Board for further action, seconded by Ms. Masterton.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Goyer, Masterton .  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Formica, Miele.
