ADDITIONS, ALTERATIONS AND RENOVATIONS

OF SINGLE FAMILY RESEDENCES

(SAMPLE GUIDE)

Approvals from Zoning, the Hunterdon County Health Department and Wetlands certification must be received prior to submission of the application for a Building Permit.

Review by the Historic Preservation Commission may be required.

No plan review will be done with out prior approvals. 
1. Two (2) sets of plans drawn to scale and labeled with proper dimensions.  All drawings must have owner’s name, address of job site and Block and Lot.  Plans can only be drawn by a NJ Registered Professional Architect, Professional Engineer of legal owner/occupant of said property.

2. Plans must show the following information in detail:

1. Drawn to scale with sufficient clarity

2. Appropriate Code reference material

3. Footings/foundations (concrete, block, drainage, water proofing) 

4. Structural framing lumber (species, grade, size, span, etc.)

5. Energy Code compliance (insulation, R value, windows, doors, heating equipment) www.energycodes.gov
6. Window and door schedule (size, egress and tempered locations)

7. Building cross sections

8. Framing layout

9. Finishes (roofing materials, siding, sheetrock, carpet, hardwood floors or tile)

10. Heating/air conditioning (registers, ducts, vents, storage tanks)

11. Smoke detectors and carbon monoxide detector locations

12. Radon ventilation (pipe size, location, plastic under slabs)

3. Electrical plans:  lighting, receptacles, motors, equipment, service entry location, size of service, location of smoke detectors, electrical loads must be shown. 

4. Plumbing diagram:  fixtures, riser and pipe sizes diagrams, ventilation, gas pipe size and location diagrams.
5. Mechanical plans:  equipment, distribution location, size and flow ventilation, type of heating system, type of venting system, energy efficiently of units.   

To assure quick processing of Permit Application, refer to the proper Codes.  This Sample Guide is not a complete list of Code requirements; for proper compliance, research the following adopted Codes.
