Emergency Meeting Minutes

The emergency meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 9:00 AM at 14 King Street, Oldwick by Commissioner Scheier.  The members of the Commission present were Michael Scheier, Karen Moriarty, Janet Clark, Glenn Likus, and Ruth Melchiorre.  Randy Benson, the Secretary was also in attendance. Samuel and Judith Glasgow were both present at the property.  Mr. Glasgow started by explaining to the Commission what had led up to the chimney installation.  After the mason had quoted the price for a new brick chimney, the Glasgows decided the costs of the chimney was too high and not in their budget.  Also, the bulkhead to get into the basement was right in the way of placing the new chimney on the rear of the addition.  Mrs. Glasgow said their proposal is to paint the existing metal chimney so it would not be shiny and stand out.  Commissioner Scheier said he did not feel that would be in keeping with the Georgian addition to the house.  The other Commission members present agreed.  Mrs. Glasgow said she felt if they boxed in the chimney with wood it would look like a condo.   Commissioner Scheier said a brick chimney would be more appropriate.  Mrs. Glasgow said it would be too expensive between the brick work and reinforcement the roof.  Commissioner Likus suggested the Glasgows look at the chimneys on the new house built for their neighbor Dan Todd.  The chimneys are wood with brick face to give them the appearance of a brick chimney. They are capped so all one can see is the caps on the flues.  Commissioner Scheier said it might be possible to tuck the caps in so they are more hidden.  He also suggested they use copper for the chimney cap because galvanized steel will start to rust and look bad.  Then leaks will start.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Melchiorre to deny the painting of the chimney and to have the Glasgows come before the Commission with an alternative proposal.  Of the six Commission members present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Moriarty, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Likus and Commissioner Melchiorre voted in favor of the motion with the conditions.
