The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 7:30 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Commissioner Scheier.  The members of the Commission present were Michael Scheier, Karen Moriarty, Janet Clark, Glenn Likus (arrived 7:36), Rosemary Hartten, Mary Elizabeth Young and Ruth Melchiorre.  Randy Benson, the Secretary and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Commissioner Scheier read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.

Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2012-12 for Andrew and Aphrodite Baptiste.   A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Melchiorre to approve the resolution as submitted.  The motion carried by the following roll call:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Moriarty, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Likus, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Young and Commissioner Melchiorre
The Commission considered Resolution 2012-13 for Diane McConnell.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Melchiorre to approve the resolution with a correction.  Under Findings of Fact, (1.) the word “Olwick” should be “Oldwick”.  The motion carried by the following roll call:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Moriarty, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Young and Commissioner Melchiorre.
The Commission considered Resolution 2012-14 for Justine Caracciolo.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Melchiorre to approve the resolution as submitted.  The motion was carried by the following roll call:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Moriarty, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Young and Commissioner Melchiorre.

Application 12-15     Stephen and Margaret Griggs
                                  Block 41, Lot 7 – 8 Joliet Street, Oldwick
            Stephen and Margaret Griggs were present and sworn in.  The Griggs were seeking approval to remove a tree that is next to the house.  The tree is 2 feet 8 inches in diameter and the root system is actually lifting the rear corner of the house.  The Griggs want to remove the tree because it is a major hazard but they do not want to plant a tree as per the ordinance because they already have numerous trees on the property.  The Griggs provided a survey marking the location of large trees and pictures that show there a many trees already on the property.  The Commission agreed planting another tree would not be necessary.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Melchiorre to approve the application as submitted.   Of the seven Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Moriarty, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Likus, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Young and Commissioner Melchiorre voted in favor of the application.  
Correspondence
The Commission discussed the September 25, 2012 letter that was sent to the Township Committee stating the Commission’s position on the war memorial and a proposed gazebo at the Mountainville Meeting Hall site.  Commissioner Clark said she had attended that meeting and the Township Committee had decided to not have a gazebo but wanted to move forward with a memorial that would consist of a couple of benches and a larger rock where plaques could be mounted.  The Commission was satisfied with the decision.  Dennis Bertland pointed out that if public funds are spent a Project Authorization Application will need to be approved by the State Historic Preservation Office because the property is in a district on the State and National Historic Registers.
Miscellaneous
Commissioner Clark asked about the chimney on the Glasgow addition.  The Secretary stated he had been in touch with the Glasgows and they are aware of the problem and need to address it.  When asked by the other Commission members, the Secretary explained the Glasgows had received approval to have a brick chimney on the rear of their house and they had instead had a metal flue chimney put in as a cost savings measure.  The metal flue comes out through the roof and is not in keeping with the addition.
The final Certificate of Occupancy will not be issued until the chimney issue is addressed to the satisfaction of the Historic Preservation Commission.  
The Commission discussed what could be done to try to keep a problem from happening like this in the future.  After further discussion the Commission decided to add two conditions to all resolutions of approval.  The first is all applicants must submit photographs of the finished project before Certificate of Occupancy is given.  The second is any changes to the project during the course of construction must be reviewed and approved by the Historic Preservation Commission before the Certificate of Occupancy or Approval is given.  
 Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner Moriarty and seconded by Commissioner Clark to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 PM.
