RESIDENTIAL SWIMMING POOLS HOT TUBS AND SPAS

REQUIREMENTS

Approvals from Zoning, the Hunterdon County Health Department and Wetlands certification must be received prior to submission of the application for a Building Permit.

Review by the Historic Preservation Commission may be required.

Site plan/survey must show all of the following items.

1. Size, shape and location of all other permanent structures

2. Size, shape and location of pool with respect to property

3. Location and description of permanent fence enclosure and all gates

4. Location and description of filtration system and pool heater

REQUIRED PERMIT INFORMATION

Building Permit

1. Permanent in-ground pool

Two (2) sets of signed and sealed structural pool plans by NJ Licensed Engineer or Architect.

1. Accurate plans showing dimension, type of construction, shape, diving board, stairs and ladders

2.  Fence:  type, location on lot

3. Gates:  type, location on lot and latching devices

4. Filter:  size, horse power, turnover rate, etc.

5. Water heater:  BTU’s, type of fuel

During all phases of construction a fence is required.

At any time that the temporary fence is not in place, a $2000.00 fine will be issued.
